IMPORTANT POINTS

1. LIPIX provides a single patient-centric view of a
patient’s records from many providers

2. The LIPIX record should never be considered a

complete record because:

a. Some facilities may not have data in an electronic
format or may not be participating

b. Data may pre-date LIPIX activation at a facility

c. A patient may have hidden information from
his/her providers

d. A patient may have not have given consent for
his/her information to be viewed from certain
facilities

3. A patient may have multiple records from disparate
facilities (*)
a. LIPIX will attempt to link records that appear to
be for the same individual
b. Ultimately, it is up to the clinician to choose which
record(s) belong to the patient
4. Search results appear in order of relevance to entered

search criteria (¥%)
